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The Florida Golf Course 
Superintendent’s Associa-
tion (FGCSA) and our               
local Supt. Assoc. has 
been busy working the 
political arena again. 
There are 2 pieces of  
legislation currently               
being review in Tallahas-
see; HB421 and SB604. 

These two documents will establish the state 
(Department of Agriculture) as the governing                   
body in the application of fertilizers by trained 
professionals instead of giving power to local                   

governments. 

You may or may not know that Sarasota County and 
her neighbors are trying to enforce a ―no fertilizer 
policy‖ during the months of June through Septem-
ber. The problem with this is turf grass needs                  
fertilizer the most when it is actively growing, i.e., 

the summer months.  

As golf course superintendents, you should know 
that we operate under the Best Management Policy 
or BMP. We have education, licensing and certifi-
cation requirements to apply fertilizers and                   
pesticides. We are trained professions and                 
stewards to the environment. The problem that we 
face is emotional influence from people (The                 
Sierra Club and others) who don’t understand the 
science behind our work. We use soil and tissue 

testing to determine the turf needs.  

You may or may not have notice the abundance                    
of wildlife that thrives on golf courses throughout 
the area. This is due in part to the fact that our                 
industry enables them a safe haven from the devel-
opments of progress and also because golf courses 

are a nice places to live, i.e. a good environment.
